Sparkling
Champagne and Sparkling Cocktails for Any Occasion

A SURGE IN SPARKLING: Not only have sales of sparkling wine across the
board spiked since the pandemic (bubbles are currently the fastest-growing wine
category in the US, having experienced a 64% increase in shipments of
Champagne in 2021), but recent fervor for (and Instagramming of) sparkling
drinks like the Aperol spritz and the sbagliato evidences the thirst in the market
for drinks with bubbles.

These bubbly recipes are
typically “lighter” than spirit-based cocktails and mixed drinks, which make them
great alternatives for when you want to avoid a hangover.  
STRENGTH OF SINGLE SUBJECT IN COCKTAILS: Books focused on a specific
type of ingredient or liquor often enjoy success in the cocktail space, because
they seem more approachable than more general books that call for lots of
different kinds of alcohols. Similar to recent books on tiki drinks and aperitifs and
classics like Brad Thomas Parsons’s Bitters and Amaro (2016; 34,177), this book
presents Champagne and sparkling wines as ingredients with lots of fun mixing
possibilities, rather than as a reading-book guide to different bottles and their
history.
ESTABLISHED AUTHOR: Elva Ramirez is deeply sourced in the wine and spirits
world, with connections to high-profile mixologists (many of whom have
contributed recipes to the book), as well key figures in the sparkling world from
houses like Dom Perignon and Chandon and highly respected smaller producers.
